     North Carolina took a quiet, yet very significant, step forward last week when the State Board of Education formally adopted the Common Core State Standards in English Language Arts and Mathematics for kindergarten through 12th grade. With this adoption, North Carolina became the fifth state to agree to the Common Core. Our state was already one of the initial states among the 48 that had pledged to join together in developing these common standards for student learning. This adoption signals a move among the participating states toward consistency in the most essential and core subjects of language arts and mathematics. What does this mean for classroom teachers? The Common Core standards will form a backbone of North Carolina's essential learning standards for students. States that adopt the Common Core pledge that it will make up at least 85 percent of their essential standards, although there can be variations within each state. In North Carolina, we already have very close alignment between our new essential standards and the Common Core. Implementation of these in the classroom is expected in the 2012-13 school year, and online and face-to-face professional development is currently being assembled. We will advertise these opportunities in these messages and in other ways too.
